I f the  abutte rs  v ote  " yes,"  the n I vanho e w ill b ecome a  p ub lic w ay and  a ll re pairs , p lowing , m ainte nance, and
liability w ill tr ansfer to  the  City o f B osto n.
 
Veri zon ha s a lso b een c onta cte d and  asked to  re place the  l isti ng  te lephone p ole a t the  Upto n e nd  o f I vanho e.
 
Snow Removal
We are  w ork ing  our w ay thro ug h s everal opti ons tha t a re  d irecte d a t p roviding  snow re moval fro m  our p ub lic
sidewalks fo llowing  m ajo r s nowsto rm s.  W e should ha ve somethi ng  to  re port a t o ur ne xt Ge neral Meeti ng  on
May 1 1.

We ha ve m et w ith the  city, Veri zon a nd  Comcast a nd  a ll p arti es ha ve agreed to  m ake m ajo r re pairs  in t he
alley.  W e no w ha ve leaning  l ight s ta nd ard s, e lectri cal junc ti on b ox covers  tha t a re  fa ste ned w ith e lectri cians
ta pe, leaning  te lephone p oles, p arti al te lephone p oles he ld in p lace to  adja cent p oles w ith ro pe as w ell as
sagging  and  d owned te lephone w ires and  a  g eneral ta ng le o f a band oned w ires re m iniscent o f a  b ack a lley in
Mum bai.  A ll p arti es ha ve agreed to  corre ct the ir re specti ve p ro blems.  W e w ill d o our b est to  assure  the se
pro m ises are  k ept.
