Resolved:

That the officers of the UPNA are authorized to draft a resolution for purposes of a vote of the Members that indicates the UPNA board of directors recommends that the UPNA approve and support an agreement with the Pine Street Inn as follows:

1.
That Pine Street Inn shall develop 40 and 42 Upton Street for the purpose of creating up to 18 SRO units for the formerly homeless plus one Residential Manager (“Upton Street Project”);
2.
That Pine Street Inn shall sell 38 Upton Street for market value through a public process for the purpose of the sale of market rate residential units consistent with the “MFR” zoning designation;

3. 
That the Pine Street Inn will use the Boston Housing Authority application process plus its own robust process to screen individuals for their appropriateness to live at the Upton Street Project.  This process will remove registered federal and state sex offenders from eligibility to live at the Upton Street Project;

4. 
That the UPNA will support the Upton Street Project and provide letters of support for any approvals necessary and integral for Pine Street to operate 40 and 42 Upton St as an 18 SRO unit residential facility for the formerly homeless; and

5. 
That the Pine Street Inn will commit to meeting with the neighborhood on a periodic basis with an aim to resolve any ongoing issues, including those relating to security and supervision.
