                                                FEBRUARY 2011

The February meeting of the UPNA board was called to order at 7:10 PM at the home of Leslie and Jerry Frank on Feb. 8, 2011

Board members in attendance were: Jerry Frank, Mary Bottella, James Fox, Sue Fox, Kevin Cole, Julie Hahn, Kalun Lee, Vince Mayer, Bill McIntosh, Barry Rock and Giovanni Tammaro.

The first order of business was the election of officers for the 2011 term.  Several board members volunteered to serve as officers and they were unanimously elected to the positions as listed below:

Jerry Frank introduced a draft document that contained his view of the “Responsibilities” of the officers and committees of the UPNA.  A period of discussion followed and several amendments to the document were made. Mr. Frank agreed to incorporate these changes and post the document on the UPNA website so that neighbors might have a full understanding of the scope of UPNA activity and  the contact person responsible for each area.  Mr. Frank stated that he intended to solicit volunteers for committee activity once the details had been posted.

The next order of business was scheduling of the 2011 board and general meetings.  All will take place on the second Tuesday of the month. Board meetings will take place in Feb, April, June, Oct, and Dec. General meetings will be held in Mar, May, July, Sept, and Nov.

Board discussion then turned to fundraising for 2011.  Fundraising for the UPNA will begin in Feb/Mar with a broad appeal and special appeals to our business neighbors. Additionally, an appeal will be made to the businesses on the north side of Tremont where the UPNA continues to fund the contracted clean-up.  Fundraising for The Friends of Union Park will commence in May.  Furthermore, the UPNA will strengthen its fundraising efforts by initiating a program that “spotlights” local merchants in the monthly newsletter.

The meeting concluded with several announcements and discussions.

…An agreement with the restaurant replacing Joe V’s is in process.

…A meeting with the group developing 40-42 Upton project is scheduled for Feb.16. Abutters and near neighbors to the project have been asked to communicate their concerns to the UPNA.

…Councilor Bill Linehan has agreed to help us move forward on our efforts to repair both Ivanhoe Lane and the dangerous condition of our sidewalks. He will attend our General meeting in March.

…The developer of 588 Tremont has been invited to present his plan at our March meeting.
